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Program Committee set to meet next week in New York

The GL6 Program Committee will meet at the New York Academy of Medicine on June 22, 2004. The purpose of this meeting will be to finalize the Conference Program and Timetable. Response to this year’s Call-for-Papers exceeded that of last year. Some twenty-eight abstracts from nine countries were submitted to the Program Committee for review. Eighteen of the proposed papers are co-authored. The contributors represent some forty organisations in the field of grey literature. Roughly 30% of the authors have published in one or more of the earlier proceedings in this series. By July 12th, the authors and co-authors will have received notification of their papers acceptance, the session in which it is scheduled, and the time allotted for presentation. · GreyNet’s Listserv has reached triple digits in the past year; and work is in progress on two research projects. One of which is with the University of Amsterdam entitled “Grey Literature Survey 2004” http://www.greynet.org/pages/2; and, the other is with INIST, Institut de l'Information Scientifique et Technique (France), which involves a citation analysis of authors, who were cited in the first five volumes of the GL-Conference Proceedings.
